The commission on Environment and Energy of the Iranian
Committee of International Chamber of Commerce was formed
in March 2009 and is currently in the process of accepting
members.

Iran has one of the largest hydrocarbon reserves in the world and the
efficient production and utilization of these resources for internal use
and export constitute a major priority for the government. The oil
reserves are over 130 billion barrel, which is adequate for over 60
years of production at current rate of 4 million barrels per day (mb/d).
Iran’s gas reserves are estimated at 30 trillion cubic meters, which
allows Iran to produce gas at the rate of 500 billion cubic meters per
year (3.5 times the present production) for over 60 years. Iran is also
geographically well situated to benefit from solar energy, which is to
play a significant role in the 21* century.

Iran’s current energy production in oil equivalent is 6.3 mb/d. The
country consumes 3.7 mb/d of energy (oil equivalent) and exports
2.5mb/d of oil. It has the Ilargest reserves, production and
consumption of gas in the region and has the potential to export over
70 billion cubic of gas per year to Europe and Indian subcontinent.

The unusual high per capita consumption of energy in Iran due to
subsidies, lack of up to date technology in refining, old cars and
waste of energy in the domestic, commercial and industrial sectors
have led to serious environmental concerns in all major Iranian cities
affecting the life of over 50 million people. The Islamic Republic of
Iran has signed the United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change (UNFCCC) at the Rio de Janeiro Earth Summit in
1992 and has since ratified the subsequent conventions. Climate
Change is a serious concern in Iran as the recent droughts has
seriously jeopardised the potential availability of water for the need
of the future generations.

National lawmakers have taken the URDG as a
model for independent guarantee statutes.This
session contains a detailed explanation of the
relevant rules, the reasons for them and the
way they are to be interpreted and applied.

Speaker of this session is Farideh Tazhibi,
Secretary of ICC-Iran Banking Commission
and a member of URDG Drafting Group.The
workshop will offer the international audience
of bankers, exporters, lawyers, and academics
a valuable opportunity to bring their
experiences and concerns to the debates.
