International Commercial Arbitration in Latin America:
y The ICC perspective

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[CC-Iran Banking Commission

Since the last report, The Banking Commission of Iran N/C continues its
activity both domestically and internationally. Here are the summaries of
what happened;

I- On May 20 a seminar was held with topic of "ISBP based on UCP
600". We had participants from the banks and commercial private sector.
During the four hour debate which was led by Mrs. Tazhibi, banking
commission secretary, Mr. Shirazi one of our members and former
manager of Central Bank of Iran explained "ISBP" Publication No. 681.
The seminar ended by pertinent questions and answers session.

2- Banking Commission met on may 24" and June 28" for its monthly
sessions. The main topics of the debates was the 6™ congress of World
Chambers in Kualalumpur, Malaysia. Secretary's report about joint
meeting between Commercial Law and Practice Commission (CLP) and
URDG drafting group. Discussions consist of deliberating technical
points of URDG guarantee by view of exporters as well.

(a)- Since the 4™ draft of URDG revision has been sent to national
committees, the members of Iran N/C urged to comment until July 16,
leaving enough time for the staff to compile comments and send them to
ICC secretariat. Mrs. Tazhibi by illuminating still open issues attracts the
attention of members for even more focus on those matters. She, being a
member of drafting group, promised that all the comments will be
considered and read in the meetings.

(b)- Mr. Zoghi, honorary secretary of banking commission was present in
the latter meeting and described the specialized points about inspection
and its scope. This very important subject will be discussed in the next
meeting as well.

3- As mentioned above the secretary of banking commission took part in
a joint meeting of CLP and URDG drafting group. The report of the
meeting was presented to Secretary General of Iran N/C, Dr. Behkish and
members of the commission.

4- Another seminar titled "Uniform Rules for Demand Guarantees
(URDQG) and its Revision" was arranged by banking commission on May
24™ with 51 participants. The seminar was administered by Mrs. Tazhibi,
where she explained guarantees, privileges of using URDG as an
international accepted rule and its technical points. Dr. Mohebi a
prominent international lawyer and secretary of our arbitration
commission, was present in the seminar and described the legal points of
the rules and answered the questions.
