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NVhat Our Commissions Do?

The Vital Role of Carbon Capture and -

Storage in Efforts to Control
Climate Change

In the past decade the scientific evidence that our climate is changing
in a faster pace has given momentum to attempt by Governments and
Non Government Organizations to look at the ways of addressing this
issue. The importance of climate change is evident from the speeches
delivered by most of the leaders in the Unites Nations General
Assembly in September 2009. It also indicates the importance and
urgency of addressing this problem. Carbon Capture and Storage
(CCS) is one way to control Carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions, which
is believed to be a significant contributor to the climate change. This
technology can de-carbonise emission from power stations refineries
and gas based industries.

Energy economists believe that global dependence on fossil fuels will
be with us well beyond 2025 and the world would be using more
coal, oil and gas in the years to come. More than 75 percent of the
global power demand will be met from these sources in the coming
twenty years. Consequently high carbon emissions particularly in the
coal fires power stations would be with us for a long time. That is the
reason for advocating measures for utilizing CCS in a much more
vigorous way. CCS technologies have already been utilized
successfully in a number of countries and will develop rapidly if
necessary regulatory framework is adopted at international and
national levels. It is hoped that in the December meeting of the 15"
session of the conference of the parties (COP 15) for the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change in Copenhagen,
the adequate framework and incentive is given to the carbon capture
and storage.

The technology of storing the carbon dioxide by injecting it to the oil
reservoirs for enhancing oil recovery has been with us for some time.
Some of the international oil companies such as Shell have a long
experience in this process. The availability of oil reservoirs in many
parts of Southern Iran gives a unique opportunity to use CCS for
enhancing oil recovery in this part of the world. There are a number

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of power stations, gas based industries, cement factories and other
industries, which produces a large amount of CO2 within a
reasonable distance of the oil fields in South of Iran. It must be noted
that CO2 injection for enhanced oil recovery can not be adopted in
all the oil reservoirs and its implementation would require a case by
case study of the fields. But even if a number of cases are identified
for this process the advantages would justify its implementation.

The main advantages of CCS for Iran are threefold. First, it reduces
the level of CO2 emissions, which is relatively high in Iranian power
stations and industry and would be a major step to address
environmental concerns. Second, it will produce more oil, which
economically justifies all the expenses in development and
utilization of Carbon Capture and injection. Consequently it will not
financially depend on the international contributions and agreements
and would enhance the economics of gas based industries. Finally it
will release huge amount of natural gas, which are allocated to
injection into the oil fields for enhanced recovery. These gases can
be put to alternative use. While the possibility of enhanced oil
recovery using carbon dioxide is not the same in many other parts of
the world, it is a major advantage for Iran and must be followed up
much more seriously by the Iranian government, private sector,
universities and research institutions.
