(Translated summery of the report by the Iran’s Environment Authority
on actions taken during 2006-2010 by the center for Climate Change)

In December 1996, Iran joined the world community by accepting
the protocol reached amongst 154 countries in Brazil in 1992. Iran
has undertaken to evaluate means of reducing green house gases in
different sectors of its economy in accordance with the international
and climate change conventions. The preparation of the first national
report on the climate change (1998-2002) was sent to the United
Nations on April 2003. The agreement for the second national report
on the climate change (2006-2009) was signed between the Iranian
authorities and United Nation representative in 23" of January 2006
and is due to be handed in by the end of 2010.

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were supported. The center also embarked on forecasting Iran’s
climate development using PRECIS, MAGICC-SCENGEN and other
known models. It has published books and periodicals to increase the
public awareness on the Climate Change issues.

Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) Projects

Designated National Authority (DNA) office has been established to
review the CDM projects introduced and to liaison with the relevant
international companies and organizations in this respect. The Project
Idea Note (PIN) of several projects has been considered including the
followings;

1. Gathering of Associated Gases of Soroosh and Norooz Oil Fields
2. Gathering of the Carbon Dioxide from Tehran Hydrogen Plant

3. Development of Rodshore Power Plant

4. Gathering Methane Gases from Shiraz’s waste disposal center to
generate electricity

5. Gathering Methane Gases from Mashhad’s waste disposal center
to generate electricity

6. Replacing Fuel Oil with Natural Gas in Sugarcane Industry in
Khozestan

7. Production of Heat and Power in the Building of the Ministry of
Energy

The Project Design Document (PDD) of number 1,3,5 and 6 of the
above projects has so far been approved. The gathering of the
associated gases of Norooz and Soroosh was the first project to be
approved. This project will reduce the emission of 500,000 tonnes of
carbon dioxide annually and has been approved by the UN. There are
eight more projects waiting to be approved by the United Nation. A
cooperation agreement has been signed between Japan and Iran to
exchange experts for CDM projects and to follow-up these projects in
the international organizations.

There are many problems for engaging more effectively and to follow
up climate change and CDM projects in Iran. The most important
obstacle is the lack of proper understanding of these projects by in
different layers of the Government. The importance of these projects
in future social and economic development of the country has not
been properly recognized by the parliament and other decision
making organizations. Another important issue is the lack of relevant
legislations to coordinate and facilitate the efforts made by some
government departments and individuals concerned as well as various
nongovernmental organizations and groups eager to engage in such
activities.
